Alphonse  Island  is  found  in  the  heart  of  the  Indian  Ocean,  
7°  south  of the  equator,  and  450  kms  to  the  southwest  of  
Mahe.

Alphonse, to  the North, "Le Lys", Bijoutier, in the center,   
and   St   Francois,   in   the   south.   This   unspoiled   small   
island, protected by a coral reef boasts has one of the most 
attractive turquoise lagoons.   Flight   time   from   Mahé   is   
about   60   minutes.   The   resort’s architecture  offers  a  
combination  of  luxury  and  authenticity,  which creates a 
unique ambiance.  

 
25 A-framed Chalet   are   built on   stilts offering   a  thatched  
roof  and  a private  veranda  (60m×).  They are all air-
conditioned, well  furnished, have a direct telephone access, 
a TV, a mini-bar, a ceiling fan, a safe, a large bed, bathroom 
and an authentic exterior shower.
